Tomco Marine Group Announces
New American Tug 41

TOMCO MARINE GROUPINC.OF LA
CONNER, WASHINGTON has intro-
duced a new American Tug 41,
Builders of the popular couples’
cruiser, the American Tug 34, Tomeo

plans to introduce the 41-footer at
the Miami Boat Show,

Using computer-generared drawings
to deseribe the AT 11, vice president
of engineering Kurt Dilworth said, “The
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goal is to maximize interior space such
that the design includes all the ameni-
ties and the two large stateroomns nee-
essary to attract long-distance cruis-
ers or even liveaboards.”

The new hoats will come standard
with numerous comforts, and
Dilworth suggested it will have a com-
petitive price tag of around 8470000
without clectronics. Standard features
include a 480 hp Cummins diesel
engine, an & hp bow thruster, a davit
system on the saloon deck, a wind-
lass and a dual anchor system. Tt will
also come with a combination wash-
er/drver, an ice-maker, a trash com-
pactor, an in-house vacuum syvstem
and VacuFlush heads.

Similar to the AT 34, the new pilot-
house coastal cruiser capitalizes on
Tomeos use of a scaworthy Lyvnn
Senour hull design, Al the sivling,
interior design, tooling and plug mak-
ing will be done in-house at the recent-
Iv expanded Tomeo facility.

Last fall, the plant was more than
doubled in area from 12,300 square
feet to 30,000 square feet. The expan-
sion allows Tomeo to gear up for pro-
duction of the larger hoat.
